WASTE AUDIT 5 EASY STEPS

MAKE A PLAN
Select your cross organizational team - set a date - coordinate
space - gather necessary supplies and equipment

CONDUCT WASTE AUDIT

Collect garbage/recycling for one full day (keep separate) - sort
garbage by desired categories - weigh and record results

CALCULATE DIVERSION RATE

Calculate the amount of waste your organization was able to
divert to recycling and organics - calculate contamination rate

COMMUNICATE RESULTS + SET COMPANY GOALS

Inform your employees of the findings - set a NEW diversion
goal - implement goals (education, sorting bins, terracycle)

REPEAT

Repeat waste audit!
